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B.	 Stile PrepARATION 
B-1	� Install the Kaba Cam Plug d1 or d2 into the Deadlatch or Deadbolt. Face of 

Cam Plug must be flush or below the surface of the stile, make sure set 
screw is snug but do not tighen it yet.
